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Riding a motorcycle, you are far more likely to get in an accident and far more likely to get hurt than
if you are driving a car.

In fact according to the U.S. Highway Safety Authority, 20.9 cars out of 1000,000 ended up in fatal
crashes. The rate for motorcycles is 66.7 per1000,000.

That means that you are 209% more likely to be in a fatal crash on a motorcycle.

So, why do motorcycle accidents happen?

According to the Hurt Study (the most comprehensive motorcycle safety study to date):

Most accidents happen because the driver of the car did not see the motorcyclist. We need to make
sure that we know there are ways to be seen such as burning headlights on our motorcycles and

reflective clothing.

According to the Hurt Study, 77% of two vehicle
positions of the motorcycle. The area behind the driver, accounts only for about 3% of impacts.

The Hurt Study also teaches us the most accidents happen when the motorcycle is proceeding

straight and a car makes a left turn in front of thee motorcycle. Intersections are the most likely

pl ace for a motorcycle accident, with the ot her
likelihood of injury in these accidents is extremely high 98% of multiple vehicle collisions and 96%

of single vehicle accidents result in some kind of injury to the motorcycle rider; 45% resulted in more
than a minor injury. Good body protection can help if you are in an accident.

Remember Knowledge is Poweruse this information to be a safe motorcycle driver and to get the
equipment you need to stay safe.

We hope that our safety articles will develop all of us to become a safer operator of our motorcycles
by being aware of the hazards that we face while out on the highways and in knowing and recogniz-

ing these dangers.

NN fOff to see the Wizard

As | was saying last month | got a chrome trunk luggage rack for Christmas. The luggage rack came with a travel
bag so my cerider can take more stuff with us on trips. This month | will talk about the installation of the lug-
gage rack.

The luggage rack came in a box with the mounting hardware and a ¥z page instruction sheet. The hardware and
instruction sheet was promptly lost in the Christmas clutter and was not found until | had finished the install. This
meant that | got to uninstall and reinstall the luggage rack with the proper hardware.

| went back to see the Wizard of Oz to get more courage to drill yet more holes in my bike. This time the holes
would be in the top of the trunk lid and very visible if | screwed up.

The installation was quite straightforward. You need to remove the trunk latch hooks, the trunk lid tilt switch,
and the inner trunk liner being careful not to break the wiring or connectors between the trunk lid and the inner
trunk lid. The tilt switch for the trunk lid is in between the two lids. Find and lift the latch on the plug and the
connector will come apart easily.

After removing the inner lid, close the trunk and cover large areas of the trunk lid, where the legs of the luggage
rack are to be mounted to the trunk, with masking tape. When you are satisfied that the luggage rack is aligned
properly on the trunk, hold the luggage rack securely while a helper outlines legs with a pencil. Remove the lug-
gage rack and open the trunk. Check to see that there are no obstructions or other reasons that the legs cannot
be mounted where they were placed. After you are satisfied that you can mount the luggage rack in that loca-
tion, close the trunk and place the luggage rack in the outlines on the trunk again to see that it is aligned properly
one more time. If you are totally satisfied remove the luggage rack.

With an ice pick or small sharp punch mark the exact center of the circles you drew when you outlined the lug-
gage rack legs. The finished hole that you will drill will need to be just larger than the diameter of the bolt used in
the hardware package. In this case it was % inch. Because the trunk is plastic and the holes must be exact, with
no drill creep, | started drilling with a 1/16 inch drill. | step drilled the four holes 1/16 inch at a time until | got out
to ¥Yainch. This gave me perfectly round holes and did not tear the plastic of the trunk lid.

Before you install the luggage rack, test the four bolts to see that they easily tread into the legs of the luggage
rack. Install the luggage rack with the provided hardware. In this case it was the bolt with a flat washer and a rub-
ber spacer going through the trunk lid. A rubber spacer and a luggage rack foot was placed on the bolt on the top
of the trunk lid. The bolt was then screwed into the luggage rack. This was repeated for all four legs.

The trunk lid tilt switch, inner lid and trunk lid latches were reinstalled. The bike mascot was secured to the lug-
gage rack and the install was complete. The hardest part of the install was getting up courage to drill holes in the
trunk lid. The install went well and | am pleased with the end resu
