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Well here we are in another New Year and decade. Santa was good to me and | got some toys for the bike.
One thing that | got was lighted trim for the trunk and saddlebags. Another thing that | got was a chrome
trunk luggage rack. This month [ will talk about the installation of the lighted trim and next month | will talk
about the installation of the luggage rack.

The lighted trim came in two blister packs, one for the trunk and one for the saddlebags, with all parts that
were needed for the install. The manual was very good and informative for after market parts. The instructions
gave a list of tools and things that were needed for the install. Here are a few things that were not mentioned
in the instructions:

1. The amount of time it would take to do the work. | have found that you need to allow for about three
times the amount of time that you think that the install will take.

2. The amount of space it takes to do the install. You need a lot of space to work around your bike. Also
it is a good idea to have a table that you can lay things out so that you do not break the fragile lighting
boards.

3. The eight year old boy needed to decipher some of the instructions. It took me a long time to find this.

4. The Wizard of Oz. He was needed to give me the courage to drill holes in the bike.

5. Caulking. Caulking was needed to seal the holes that were drilled in the saddlebags the keep them wa-
ter resistant.

After reading the instructions and installing the first set of lights, | found that | wanted to modify my lighting
kit. With this kit all lights got brighter when you applied the brakes. | thought that the sidelights were to far
forward for this, as | preferred just the lights on the back of the bike to get brighter when | brake. So | got my
engine hoist out and lifted the four million-page GL1800 service manual out of the file and put it on my desk.
A quick glance at the wiring diagram told me that the green wire with a red stripe on the light plug was the
brake light wire. This translated to the red wire on the adapter plugs. So all | had to do was cut and tape the
red wire going to the sidelights and | would be all set. | found that this is a lot easier to do before you install
the light adapters. When you are reinstalling the taillights on the bike, they should go on with minimal force.

If you have to force them, you more than likely have a wire caught between the light case and the bike. Forcing
the taillight could damage the wires.

When installing kits on your bike pretest all parts to be sure they fit your bike like you think they should. On
this kit make sure that the trim fits and dry fit the lights before removing the protective cover on the tape. The
tape on the lights will stick to anything on the first bump, so make sure that the holes in the strips are exactly
centered over the holes in the bike and that the trim will fit again after you install the light strips.

| found that starting and removing the screw in the holes in the trim before installing it greatly helps in aligning
the screw to the trim when the trim was installed.

| found that this kit was fun and easy to install as long as you went slowly and did not proceed until you under-
stood the next step. The red-lighted chrome trim really dressed up the bike when the installation was done.

An important part of observation on a motorcycle is depth perception.

Depth perception allows us to judge both our speed, the speed of other objects in the riding environment, and the
closing speed between our bike and the hazard.

To get useful depth perception, our eyes must be moving in order that we not only see the moving objects but also
the immobile reference points that allow our brain to deduce the speed at which we and oncoming vehicles are
traveling.

And we have to see and act on early warning signs rather than act at the last moment.

One example of the dangers of not doing this is where road work signs have been placed well before a road work
zone, but the rider only responds when the actual construction activity comes into view.

Consequently, he has to brake heavily, increasing the likelihood of low siding on a loose surface and the possibility
of being hit by a car not expecting his sudden braking.

Depth perception is not simply carried out. To be carried out to the maximum it requires not only a knowledge of
the movements of overtaking traffic, but also following traffic in order to give the rider the big picture.

Thus, to get full depth perception, the rider relies not only on his or her forward and peripheral vision, but also
gl ances frequently in both mirrors and constant

To avoid hazards you must be able to see them.

Two major causes of delayed seeing of a problem are:
1. Not paying attention to what you are doing (day dreaming)
2. Obstruction to vision

Remember,
Observation=Time=Choices
What you donit see can kill you.
